A) The context and the motivation

Please explain how you came up with the idea of this youth exchange and why you are willing to do it.

Hellenic Institute of Education and New Technologies has organized last year Multimedia Crossroad, a youth exchange with 70 people. Being experienced with something like that, gave us the motivation to create again a youth meeting, bring youngsters close to work and be active for a united Europe. We saw in real life how important is for the participants to be involved in a youth exchange and meet other people in their age.
