GUIDANCE NOTES

How do Support Measures fit into the YOUTH Programme?

The YOUTH programme is the European Community’s cooperation policy in the youth field.  At its heart is the desire to stimulate young people’s active participation in the building of Europe.  Through the arena of informal education, it promotes mobility, initiative, an understanding of cultural diversity, human rights and equal opportunities.  The different programme activities aim to empower young people, build self-confidence and enable them to develop new skills and knowledge thus increasing their employability and role as active citizens. Please see Annex 1 for a detailed list of the aims and objectives of the YOUTH Programme.

Actions 1,2 and 3 of the YOUTH programme offer opportunities for young people to get involved in youth exchanges, European Voluntary Service and Youth Initiatives; activities which can contribute to meeting these aims.

The Support Measures underpin the development of the whole YOUTH programme.  They are concerned with increasing the quality of activities, particularly through exchange of good practice and by training project organisers. They provide a mechanism to build transnational cooperation and learning at every level of the youth field. Activities can range from European youth policy discussions, to contact making at the individual project level.

Support measures have two basic aims

specifically

· to help those involved in youth activities to develop and prepare projects under any part of the YOUTH programme (Youth for Europe Exchanges, European Voluntary Service, Youth Initiatives and Joint Actions).

and more broadly...

· to contribute to the development of European youth work policy and practice and to facilitate wider cooperation with third countries 

Who can apply?

Local, regional or national UK organisations, and groups from the statutory and voluntary youth sectors, interested in developing projects within the objectives of the YOUTH programme.

European youth organisations which have a base in one of the programme countries, along with member branches in at least 8 programme countries, can apply either through their UK branch to Connect Youth, or direct to the European Commission in response to a specific call for projects twice a year.
Who can participate?

Projects can involve youth workers; trainers; support persons such as Youth Initiative assessors, European Voluntary Service supervisors and mentors; youth officers, managers and policy makers – indeed all who are involved in informal education.  

Participants can be from any of the countries participating in the programme.

What kind of projects can be supported? 

Projects which address one or more of following objectives:

· Building cooperation and project partnerships

These are all the activities that help organisations to find and to work effectively with their overseas partners.  Projects can relate to any area of the YOUTH programme.  They could be concerned with:

( contact-making to find new project partners

( preparing project ideas and applications with partners

( setting up cooperation networks

( exchange of experience, or good practice

This last example, in particular, offers a wealth of opportunities to engage in the debate on youth policy, or to share good practice on issues of common concern.

For example, initiatives could bring together policy makers and experts to discuss national approaches to aspects of youth work, such as drug prevention strategies, or using informal education processes to help disaffected young people into employment.  Projects could bring together different agencies and perspectives to develop innovative approaches.

Exchanging good practice can happen at the national, regional or local level, and by a variety of means. It could involve a period of job-shadowing to experience  practice in detached work, or a seminar to exchange experience of the role of EVS supervisors for example

· Training to develop high quality youth activities

Activities to help equip existing or future organisers with the skills, knowledge, competencies and confidence to develop high quality European youth projects.  Priority will be given to activities focusing on work with disadvantaged young people. 
Training initiatives can focus on the quality of activities in any Action of the YOUTH programme and on any practical youth work theme which contributes to meeting the Programme’ s objectives.  They could be concerned with:
( planning skills for organisers of transnational projects

( intercultural communication and working methods

( informal education methods, particularly those focusing on work with disadvantaged young people

( skills and competencies for support persons e.g. project mentors, supervisors or advisers

( managing multilateral project partnerships    

( increasing access to the YOUTH programme for particular underrepresented groups    

( training for trainers    

Youth information activities

Information activities can help facilitate access to the YOUTH programme, greater cooperation and the development of new activities.  Those who work on the provision of information particularly targeted at young people, can organise training and cooperation activities  of the sort described above.

The production and dissemination of youth information material in electronic, or printed form, can also be supported where there are at least four countries involved in the project.

Projects could be concerned with

( finding partners to develop cooperation

( exchange of experience and practice in information work

( developing cooperation networks 

( training for information workers eg in information and media techniques
 What kind of activities can be organised?

Activities fulfilling one or more of the objectives described above, can take a variety of forms such as training courses, visits, workshops, seminars or jobshadowing.  The choice will depend upon the most appropriate method to achieve the objectives of a particular project.

However, to make the framework for project support clear and eligibility the same for all applicants, the European Commission has established criteria associated with different types of activity.  These concern the numbers of partners and/or participants and the duration of different types of projects.  Most projects should involve a minimum of four countries.  (see table ‘Overview - activities and criteria’)
Some outlines of projects which have received support recently are described below, but there is scope within the criteria for innovative ideas to be pursued, so all projects which aim to take forward youth cooperation should be put to Connect Youth International so that we can support as many quality initiatives as possible

A few project examples ........
A small group of detached youth workers from a Leicester NGO, building on a town twinning link, organised a reciprocal one week job-shadowing initiative with an Association in Strasbourg, working with homeless young people. They shared their experiences and strategies through workshops, visits to projects and in mixed teams worked together in an advice centre, on the street and in the residential hostel.

The Project Director of a South London based organisation which delivers informal and formal training and education programmes for disadvantaged young people, travelled to Dublin on three-day Preparatory Visit.  She was following up contacts made at a conference which could lead to youth exchanges.  Meetings resulted in plans for an exchange exploring youth culture and cultural diversity in the two cities, through drama, music and technology. 

The training manager of the YMCA England wished to build up a network of 12 staff across the country, who could offer advice and support to project organisers.  The programme aimed to give the participants knowledge and understanding of the different Actions of  the YOUTH programme, application processes, quality issues and intercultural learning methods.     
A training event was organised by a group of black youth workers across the North West region, concerned that a number of workers in the field were not aware of, or did not take up opportunities for, international work.  Their aim was to share experience and practice and to build support networks.  The programme included information about the Youth programme opportunities and criteria from experienced practitioners; discussions, workshops; fundraising ideas, and practical sessions on making applications and contact-making through the web.

A youth group wanting to develop exchanges based on Agenda 21 issues, organised a seminar with participants from 6 partner countries.  They discussed the different contexts and priorities for environmental youth work and its role in youth work at community level.  
How are projects financed?

Grants are based on the principle of co-funding.  This means that the YOUTH programme and the organisers/participants contribute to the cost of a project.  The contributions of the organisers/participants can be in cash, or in-kind, or a combination of both. All Support Measures must be non-profit-making. 

What level of funding can I expect?
This depends upon the type of activity being organised.  The Commission is trying as far as possible to help project organisers (in all countries) to plan realistically, by making clear the level of funding which can be expected.

· A grant based on actual travel costs plus a flat rate sum per participant per day has been introduced for :

Feasibility visits and  jobshadowing

Please note the new provision that for Feasibility visits the host organiser now applies for all costs for the visiting partner.  These visits replace the former category of Preparatory visits.
· A grant based on actual travel costs, plus a flat rate sum per participant and a fixed amount for activity costs has been introduced for:

Contact-making seminars, study visits, seminars and training courses

Please note he change in  daily allowance rate for study visits from 150 euros a day per participant to 50 euros a day per participant plus 2,500 euros activity costs.  This is to support the principle of co-financing.
· A grant based, in principle, on 50% of total project cost, has been introduced for all other types of activity
The basis of the funding for each activity type is shown in the table  ‘Overview - activities and criteria’ 
NB it is important to note the reporting and accounting obligations associated with each type of funding.

For flat rate grants, a copy of the travel invoice or ticket(s) is required, together with a report fully evaluating  the results/achievements of the project.

For grants awarded as a percentage of total costs, a full statement of account is required, together with invoices/receipts up to the amount of the grant received. 

The budget on the application form can be expressed in £ or in euros, except for applications involving partners from third countries, which must be in euros.  Please make clear which currency is being used.   

Who should submit the application?

For support measures with programme countries, applications are submitted to the National Agency in the country either where the project will take place, or where it is being co-ordinated. See below for applications involving third countries.  

The role of the applicant organisation 

The host organisation has a co-ordinating role and submits the application on behalf of all the project partners.  The co-ordinating organisation submits the grant application to the National Agency of the country where:

· the project will take place (activities 1-6: job shadowing, feasibility visits, contact-making seminars, study visits, seminars and training courses) Therefore if a project is being organised by a UK organisation,  that organisation sends the application to Connect Youth International.

· the project is being co-ordinated (activities 7-9: youth information, transnational partnerships and networks, support for quality and innovation) 

If the project is successful, the applicant organisation will receive the grant for the whole project and will then be responsible for transferring to each partner, their respective share of the grant. 
The applicant organisation is also responsible for submitting the final report, accounts and invoices for the project.
Support measures projects with third countries

For the purposes of the YOUTH programme, countries in other regions of the world are called ‘third coutries’.  There are four regional groups of third countries where activities can be supported; Mediterranean countries, Commonwealth of Independent States (CIS), South Eastern Europe and Latin America. 

The information above about the aims and objectives of support measures and the kind of projects which can be funded, is also applicable to projects with third countries, but please note that:

· activities can only relate to developing Actions 1 and 2 of the programme (Youth for Europe exchanges and European Voluntary Service) Youth initiatives are not eligible.     

· projects must involve a partnership of one or more European Union Member States (or one EU Member State and either Iceland, Liechtenstein or Norway) and at least two third countries.  An exception is Feasibility visits related to setting up new one to one EVS projects)  The two third countries must be from the same regional group. All the national groups should be balanced and of approximately equal size.

· pre-accession countries can not take part in activities with third countries except where there are regional priorities (i.e. multilateral projects involving CIS and South Eastern European countries)

Submitting the application
The activity  can take place in any of the partner countries, but the applicant organisation which coordinates the project, must be from one of the EU Member States, Iceland, Liechtenstein or Norway (except see below, for projects with the Mediterranean region.)

Projects with Mediterranean countries

Cooperation with the Mediterranean region is a priority and has a special status as it is covered by a programme called the Euro-Mediterranean Youth programme (EuroMed).  It aims to improve mutual understanding among young people around the Mediterranean basin and promote the development of youth organisations.   

Submitting the application
In parallel to the National Agencies which exist in each programme country, National Coordinators have been appointed in the Mediterranean countries.  This means that the applicant  organisation can be any of the partners, either an organisation based in the EU Member States or in one of the Mediterranean partner countries. Applications, therefore go to the relevant National Agency or National Coordinator (in the UK, a copy of the application form is also sent to the Regional Coordinator). 

Please note that EEA countries (Iceland, Norway, Liechtenstein) are not eligible to take part in the Euro-Med Youth Programme.
What is required at the application deadlines?

All applicants should complete the appropriate Support Measures application.   There are two versions of the form. They are the same except that one has a shorter budget section for projects where the funding is based on actual travel and flat-rate (study visits, contact-making seminars, feasibility visits and jobshadowing). The same forms are used for projects with programme countries and third countries. 

Both forms are available from the EC web site www.europa.eu.int/comm/education/youth.html and the Connect Youth International web-site www.connectyouthinternational.com.

As explained above, the flat rate mechanism is used to help applicants plan their finances. In the application, project costs do not have to be individually itemised.  A detailed description of the project and the kind of activities for which the grant will be used must be provided. This will be a key element in the assessment of the project.  

It is very important to explain as fully and as clearly as you can, the objectives of the project, who it is aimed at, how it will be prepared and the methods which will be used to implement, evaluate and follow-up the activity.  All projects are assessed by a selection panel and project quality is the most important factor.

It is important to bear in mind that where applications are assessed in Brussels, the members of the selection panel will come from the European Commission and a number of different countries with different youth work structures and traditions.   They are not likely to be familiar with your group/organisation’s work and using too much jargon or assuming a common understanding of British terminology or practice may cloud understanding of the project. 

Where several countries are involved in a project, it is important to make clear how the various partners have contributed to the project planning and to have considered what role each will play and how each will benefit. 

 When and where should applications be submitted?

For all projects except those involving third country/EuroMed partners ,

Applications are submitted to Connect Youth International at the following deadlines for selection by national committee

Large-Scale European Projects 

Each year there will be an annual Call for Projects published by the European Commission in its Official Journal.  The Commission will define priority areas it wishes projects to address and there will be an emphasis on the visibility and profile of the results.

What help and advice is available? 

You can ask Connect Youth for help with:

· finding project partners/participants 

· making contact with experienced practitioners or trainers 

· contributing to events or identifying other possible contributors if appropriate

· identifying appropriate training/briefing  material  

Can a draft proposal be submitted?

If potential project organisers are not sure whether the activity they are planning would be eligible for support, and are at a very early stage of planning, or  would like some help in developing the ideas, it is a good idea to submit a draft proposal ahead of the application deadlines.  This can be a one or two page outline describing the objectives of the activity, the participants involved and the duration, together with a provisional budget.

If you can complete the application on-line, you can email it to us before the deadline and we can check to see if anything is missing and give advice on any areas where more information is likely to be required, the budget etc.     

Are there training or development opportunities for individuals? 

The network of National Agencies, the Commission and the Council of Europe are working together to develop a coherent approach to training.  A number of initiatives are in place and cooperation is increasing to open up access to training and development opportunities across Europe for those involved in youth work at different levels    

There is a bi-annual programme of multinational Short Study Visits, which take place in different programme countries, allowing youth workers to make contacts for future projects and get to know about youth work in another country.

A number of training courses, seminars or partner-finding initiatives are organised through National Agencies to which British participants are invited.  These are often for beginners in international work who want to develop projects under one or more Actions of the YOUTH programme.
